   GUIDELINES FOR MAIL SENT TO TDCJ UNIT RESIDENTS
The following guidelines must be followed when sending mail to TDCJ Unit residents. These guidelines have been mandated by TDCJ and Kairos Advisory Councils, cleared by the mailrooms, security, and  Unit Chaplain. 

Kairos volunteers are to follow these guidelines when sending mail to TDCJ Unit residents and to Kairos residents of all Texas units. While other guidelines may apply to resident’s family, the guidelines below are the ones Kairos volunteers will follow.

Please do not try to second guess the rules. When the mailroom security officers deem mail improper or containing improper items, the entire contents of the envelope will not be given to the resident.

Under your return address you MUST write the words 

“VOLUNTEER-CHAPLAINCY”.

Stickers may not be used on the outside or inside of the envelope.

NO blank postcards, stamps, decals, newspaper clippings, photographs or stickers may be sent to residents.

NO bookmarks or religious tracts of any kind may be sent.

NO magazines such as Guideposts, Daily Bread, etc. may be included inside an envelope sent by free world individual.

Free world individuals may not send books, Bibles or magazines directly.

Books can be sent by a bookstore and you pay the store to mail them for you, but this is not encouraged.

NO homemade cards and/or envelopes or UNSIGNED cards may be sent, other than computer made items, which are allowed.
